Applicants for approval as instructors in the Southeast District will:
a) Have one year of experience in mining, related to the approval code the applicant is requesting approval for.  Surface (IS),  Underground (IU)
b) Hold a current surface or underground miner’s certification of training (5000-23).
c) Satisfactorily complete an MSHA approved 3-day Train the Trainer course.
d) Provide written evidence of teaching skills, mining experience and training experience in the subject matter courses or programs they intend to teach.
MSHA believes that it is essential for a person who is going to be responsible for instructing miners concerning the health and safety aspects of their jobs to be highly qualified not only in the particular subject matter he or she proposes to teach, but in the skills an instructor must have in order to teach that subject effectively.
