WATER SAFETY 

-Become a “water watcher,” keep an eye on the kids. About 900 children drown each year, and it happens in seconds.

-Make the pool as safe as possible. The pool’s drain should have an anti-entrapment drain cover and a safety vacuum release system.  Keep a life ring by the pool for quick access.

	New Target of Identity Theft – Our Children!
Child identity theft is a serious issue in the United States. Each year more than 142,000 cases of identity theft against minors are reviewed, the FTC's pointed out in its letter supporting the proposal. Roughly 40,000 children currently have identity theft protection, but more than 10% of them are affected by fraudulent loans and accounts taken and opened using their SSNs.

Unintentional injuries and deaths in the United States are at unacceptable levels. Unintentional-injury related deaths were estimated at 122,900 in 2011, up 1.7% compared to 2010. The latest estimate is 42% greater than the 1992 total of 86,777, the lowest annual total since 1924. The cost of unintentional injuries to Americans and their employers exceeds $750 billion nationally, and causes great suffering among individuals and their families. – Be Careful out there this Summer!

Sun and Skin Safety Tips for Children

• Always apply children-specific sunscreen and lip balm with an SPF of at least 30. If swimming, apply water-resistant sunscreen.

• Every two hours, sunscreen should be reapplied. If children are swimming or sweating, reapply every 90 minutes.

• Wide-brimmed hats, sun protective clothing and sunglasses with UV protection are the best defense against the sun.

• Avoid direct exposure of the sun and stay in areas with shade from 10 am – 4 pm.

• Avoid newborns being exposed to the sun. Their skin is extra sensitive, and sunscreen should not be applied. Keep them out of direct sunlight by placing them under umbrellas or canopies. 
June 14th is Flag Day 

July 4th was traditionally celebrated as America's birthday, but the idea of an annual day specifically celebrating the Flag is believed to have first originated in 1885. BJ Cigrand, a schoolteacher, arranged for the pupils in the Fredonia, Wisconsin Public School to observe June 14 (the 108th anniversary of the official adoption of The Stars and Stripes) as 'Flag Birthday'. In numerous magazines and newspaper articles and public addresses over the following years, Cigrand continued to enthusiastically advocate the observance of June 14 as 'Flag Birthday', or 'Flag Day'.  Soon more and more cities and states began to celebrate, as well.
Inspired by these three decades of state and local celebrations, Flag Day - the anniversary of the Flag Resolution of 1777 - was officially established by the Proclamation of President Woodrow Wilson on May 30th, 1916. While Flag Day was celebrated in various communities for years after Wilson's proclamation, it was not until August 3rd, 1949, that President Truman signed an Act of Congress designating June 14th of each year as National Flag Day.
