 SUNFLOWER SAFETY COUNCIL
BYLAWS

Article 1:  Council Name

This organization shall be known as the Sunflower Safety Council of the Holmes Safety


Association.
Article 2:  Organizational Purposes


The purpose of the Sunflower Safety Council of the Holmes Safety Association shall be to


aid and promote health and safety among mine workers, mine officials, State and Federal


Agencies and all mine related industries, in an all out effort to assist in the reduction of 


accidents at home and work through an organized and joint effort of the council’s


membership.

Article 3:  Membership


Anyone interested in supporting the purpose and objectives of this council shall be eligible 


for membership.

Article 4:  Officers


Section 1 – Council Officers

The officers of the Sunflower Safety Council shall consist of a president, one vice-president, secretary and treasurer.

Section 2 – Term of Office


The term of office for all officers shall be for a period of one (1) year.  
Section 3 – Election of Officers


The Sunflower Safety Council officers and member of standing committees shall

be elected annually at the last council meeting of the year by a plurality of a 


Quorum.
Section 4 – Replacement of Officers



All vacancies occurring during the year through resignation, death or removal of



elected officers shall be filed by the president by appointment for the unexpired



term.

Article 5:  Duties of Officers

The Sunflower Safety Council, through its officers shall direct and assist each chapter


within its respective districts where desired, by providing information and assistance in


an effort to promote health and safety.  The council shall promote and assist in the


organization of new chapters in the district.


Section 1 – President



The president shall preside at all meetings of the Sunflower Safety Council and



executive committee; shall appoint all Ad Hoc committees and shall perform the



other usual duties confirmed to the office.


Section 2 – Vice President


The vice presidents shall assist the president and all officers and committees in



conducting the work of the Sunflower Safety Council.  In the absence of the 


president, the ranking vice president shall assume his/her duties.


Section 3 – Secretary 


The secretary shall notify the members of the meetings, called by the 



president and shall take the minutes of all meetings.


Section 4 – Treasurer


The treasurer will keep all financial records, pay all bills approved by the 



president and/or the executive committee and perform all other duties of the 



treasurer.

Article 6:  Committees


The standing committees shall consist of (1) bylaws committee, (2) social committee, (3)


program committee and (4) executive committee.  The above committee’s term of office


shall be for a period of one (1) year.  The chairman of each committee shall be appointed


by the president.  Standing committees, with the exception of the executive committee


shall be comprised of at least three members, one of which shall be the appointed 


chairman.


Section 1 – Bylaws Committee


The bylaws committee shall be responsible for the establishment, amendments of 


the
rules and guidelines of the council bylaws and other related subjects as assigned


 by
president or the council membership.


Section 2 – Social Committee (Fundraiser)


The social committee shall be responsible for setting up social functions for the 


Council.

Section 3 – Program Committee



The program committee shall be responsible for the selection of subjects related to 



accident prevention, health and safety work and obtaining speakers for the 


Sunflower 
Safety Council meetings and for chapter meetings, as required, and other 


Related subjects as assigned by the president or the council membership.


Section 4 – Executive Committee



The executive committee shall consist of at least four (4) members.  The 


Committee shall be the elected officers, with the president as chairman.  This 


committee is responsible for all financial expenditures through joint cooperation 


with the secretary/treasurer; sole power to impeach, with a justifiable reason, any 


elected officer of the Sunflower Safety Council at state councilor other meetings; 


and any other duties deemed appropriate by 2/3 vote of a quorum.


Section 5 – Ad Hoc Committee



Ad Hoc committee shall be appointed by the president and/or the executive 


committee for an assigned purpose.  Once the purpose is completed, the committee 


shall be dissolved.  The members of these committees may or may not have a 


defined term of office.

Article 7:  Meetings


Section 1 – Quorum



Quorum shall mean a minimum of 50% of the active members or a maximum of 15



active members whichever is the least.  An active member shall mean a member in



good standing that has attended at least 50% of the Sunflower Safety Council


meetings during a calendar year.


Section 2 – Frequency of Meetings



The number of meetings per year shall be established by the executive committee;



However, in no case shall there be less than four (4) meetings per calendar year.

Section 3 – Meeting Order

· Meeting called to order by president

· Reading of minutes of the previous meeting by the secretary/treasurer

· Discussion of recent accidents coordinated by the safety director

· Safety address by guest speaker(s) or member(s)

· Report by any of the established committees (if any)

· Financial report

· Unfinished business (if any)

· New business

· Entertainment (if any) introduced by social director

· Adjournment

Article 8:  Finance


Section 1 – Council Funds


The Sunflower Safety Council will fund necessary operating expenses through



contributions from members.  These necessary expenses will be minimized and



other expenses, such as meals, will be borne by individual members.


Section 2 – Payment of Expenses



All expense checks shall be signed by the secretary and/or the treasurer.



All expenses in excess of $1000.00 shall be approved by the executive committee



and/or a 2/3 vote of a quorum.

Article 9:  Amendment of These Bylaws


An amendment to the Sunflower Safety Council bylaws may be proposed by a member,


officer or committee of this council.


The proposed amendment must be made at any regularly scheduled meeting and voted


on at the next regularly scheduled meeting with notice by mail to all active members.


The proposed amendment must be approved by at least 2/3 vote of a quorum.  


Amendment, so approved, shall them be adopted and become part of the bylaws.
